 The quickest way to improve your scores in bridge is by learning to 
defend well.  Think about it—on average, you defend TWICE as many 
hands as you declare!  Furthermore, defense is the most challenging part 
of the game.  Instead of learning a number of complex conventions (which 
may rarely arise), now is the time to learn defensive techniques. 

  Each class will be 2 hours in length, and will incorporate both 
lectures/exercises and prepared hands.  The lessons will focus on: 
Opening Leads against Suits & NT; Second- and Third-Hand  Play; 
Defensive Signals; Interfering with Declarer.  Each week will also include 
a review of Bidding and  Declarer Play.  The cost is $120 per person. A 
comprehensive textbook is required which costs an additional $19.
